ORDER

Pursuant to Administrative Order No. 95, and as authorized by the Judicial Conference of
the United States, the United States District Court for the Middle District of Tennessee has
established a Library and Miscellaneous Fund (the “Fund”) for the receipt and distribution of
non-appropriated funds. Administrative Order No. 95 is hereby amended to incorporate Revised
Judicial Conference Guidelines for attorney admission funds.

The Library and Miscellaneous Fund Plan (the “Plan”) is subject to and adopts by
reference and incorporates herein all provisions related to the governance of non-appropriated
funds as established by the Judicial Conference of the United States as stated in the Guide to
Judiciary Policies and Procedures, Volume 13, Chapter 12 (the “Guide”), as it is currently
constituted and as it may be amended in the future.

Regular business of the Court Non-Appropriated Fund Committee (the “Committee”),
including voting, may be conducted by in-person meetings, telephone conferences, email
communications or any other method chosen by the Committee. Where business is conducted by
email, the email communications exchanged by the n;embers shall constitute the minutes of the
meetings. Decisions of the Committee will be made by majority vote, with the exception that the
Court may exercise veto power over any decision of the Committee.

The Fund shall be audited on an annual basis by a disinterested party. The use of an

outside auditor is permitted. The Fund may be used to pay the reasonable fees of an outside



auditor at the discretion of the Chief Judge without the need to obtain the approval of the
Committee.

Administrative Order No. 95 remains unchanged except as expressly amended herein. This
Order does not affect or change previous decisions or expenditures approved by the Library Fund
Committee and carries forward previous recurring approvals for the expenditure of funds as

authorized by the Library Fund Committee.

GENERAL ORDER

1. Effective immediately the enrollment fee for admission of attorneys to practice
before this Court, pursuant to Rule 1(¢), Local Rules, is hereby established at twenty-
five dollars ($25). Fifteen dollars ($15) shall be deposited with the Treasury of the
United States, ten dollars ($10) shall be deposited in the Library and Miseellaneous Fund
and administered as hereinafter set out.

2. As authorized by resolution of the Judicial Conference of the United States,
such funds are non-appropriated funds and are not the property of the United States.

3. The Clerk of the Court is hereby appointed custodian of the Fund. The
Clerk shall:

A. Receive, safeguard, deposit, disburse, and account for all funds,
as prescribed in this Plan and in pertinent laws;

B. Establish an aceounting system approved by the Court;

C. Insure that a financial statement and operating report is prepared
annually, sign it and distribute a copy to each judge of the Court and the

Fund Committee hereinafter established, thereby certifying that the

statement and report accurately presents the financial condition of the fund;



D. Invest funds in federally insured interest bearing aeccounts,
government securities, or money market funds invested in government
obligations;

E. Perform such other functions as the Court may direct,

4. The Fund is to be used for the benefit of the bench and the bar in the
administration of justice. Its uses include, but are not limited to:

A, Providing for the Court library useful books, treatises,
periodicals, research aids, equipment, facilities, and services not available
through the Administrative Office of the United States Courts;

B. Collection and preservation of records of historical value to
the Court;

C. Development of the history of the Court;

D. Enhancing the level of advocaey in the Court;

E. Covering costs of special projeets or acquisitions to further the
administration of justice within the distriet; and

F. Any other use, the purpose of which is the promotion of effective
administration of justice, and for which appropriated funds are not available,

5. The Fund shall be administered by a Court Non-appropriated Fund Committee
to consist of the following: Chief Judge, Chairman; Bankruptey Chief Judge; Clerk of
Court; Librarian; and President of Nashville Bar Association. The Librarian shall serve
as Secretary and shall keep minutes of the meetings. The Committee shall be responsible
for overseeing the Clerk in his custodial .responsibilities, reviewing and approving the
annual aceountings rendered by the Clerk and approving proposed expenditures from the
Fund. The Committee shall meet on call of the Chairman or request of any two
members. Votes on expenditures may be taken and recorded by telephone poll of the

Committee, with subsequent ratification at a regular or called meeting.



Any active or senior judge, bankruptcy judge, magistrate, or member of the bar
may make recommendations for expenditures.

The finaneial records, disbursements, receipts, and earning statements shall be
audited by the Management Review Division of the Administrative Office of the United
States Courts as a part of their periodie reviews of the business of the Court. The
Court Non-appropriated Fund Committee may direct that an audit be performed by an

outside auditor at any time. The cost of such audit, if any, shall be paid out of the Fund.
